INTERNATIONAL BOARD OF PRESBYTERS

BUSINESS SESSION MINUTES

W.L BONNER COLLEGE, COLUMBIA, S.C

The I.B.O.P held its first annual business session during the 89th International Planning Seminar in Columbia S.C June 3-6 2008. The I.B.O.P business session convened on the 4th and 5th at the W.L Bonner College Library. 
June 4, 2008

All officers were in attendance. The business session was called to order at 9:15 am June 4th by Chaplain and Chairman took the floor at 9:30am with secretary present and addressed the general assembly. Chairman urged the brethren for the need and continual support financially to the I.B.O.P. 
After brief discussion Chairman gave the floor over to Chief Apostle William Lee Bonner, who addressed the concerns of the Presbyters and pledged his support of $ 100,000.00 to the I.B.O.P.  The Chief Apostle stated his desire is to see all of his ministers become a success in the ministry. Apostle Bonner left the meeting briefly and returned with $ 41,000.00.  Chairman McCoy addressed the General Assembly that a committee will be formalized to govern the account.  He also stated that the funds would not be a part of the general I.B.O.P. operating budget, but will be placed in a separate account.  
OPENING BUSINESS: Chairman addressed the assembly on the vision of the I.B.O.P and its continual support of our Presiders vision of the project 10,000 and working along with the Board of Apostle and Board of Bishops in a unified effort to bring the vision to pass. 
Chairman also addressed the on going speculation concerning the status of the formulation of a “INTERNATIONAL BOARD OF DISTRICT ELDERS” in which was rejected by the Board of Apostles. Chairman presented a plan of action and new initiative called P.R.O.P.H.E.T (PRESBYTERS RECEIVING ONGOING PROFESSIONAL HELP and ECCLEESIASTICAL TRAINING.)  Hosea 12:13; Heb. 6:1-3.
Chairman stated his desire is to keep presbyters informed, inspired, and involved.  The plan of action involves the establishing of four standing committees which would function as a subunit under the jurisdiction of the I.B.O.P. These four standing committees will be:

1. DISTRICT ELDERS’ SENATE

2. PASTORS’ COALITION

3. ELDERS’ COUNCIL

4. MINISTERS’ ALLIANCE

These committees will be staffed with a Chairman and Secretary and each will become a part of the I.B.O.P BOARD OF DIRECTORS. Chairman asked for nominees for each of these committees. Chairman moved to adjourn the first business session motion was made and second and adjourned at 12:15pm.
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June 5, 2008

The I.B.O.P held its second business session Thursday June 5th 2008 in the W.L. Bonner Library. The session was called to order at 9:15 am with prayer scripture and devotion. Chairman took the floor for business secretary present and opened by calling attention to agenda, and continued the discussion on his initiative and plan of action (P.R.O.P.H.E.T).
After brief discussion Chairman McCoy yielded the floor to Chief Apostle Bonner who presented the I.B.O.P. with $ 50,000.00.  Chief Apostle Bonner reiterated his desire to help presbyter’s become successful.  He stressed that his support of $ 101,000.00 was a loan and not a gift.  Apostle Bonner instructed Chairman McCoy that the funds had to be returned before he left office. Chairman McCoy thanked Apostle Bonner for his support and pledged good stewardship over the finances.
Chairman McCoy then resumed the discussed on the purpose of the four standing committees. (District Elders’ Senate, Pastors’ Coalition, Elders’ Council, and Ministers’ Alliance) which is to address the concerns of each person who is  a board of presbyter member to work within the I.B.O.P. Chairman recommended that he wanted to appoint to each committee a Director and secretary.
Chairman offered the floor to the District Elders to discuss their concerns of the Chairman plan of action. Chair placed question to District Elders if they had a problem with sharing there concerns with the board or desired to have a private session? District Elders shared their concerns with the majority in favor of sharing their concerns openly. Chairman later wanted to make appointments for the various committees. Nominees were made and recorded by secretary for each standing committee and the chairman will select from these nominees who will represent each committee at the evening session. 
Chairman McCoy presented and modeled an example of the Official Ecclesiastical Attire for the I.B.O.P.  The proposal was that the new attire would be layered (three parts) and purchased as a presbyter is elevated.  The complete attire would consist of the Minister’s Cassock, the Elder’s Chimere, and the District Elder’s Tippett. 
Chairman McCoy then presented the draft for proposal of including criminal background checks as part of the COOLJC ministerial credential application. 
Motion for adjournment motion seconded and meeting adjourned 12:15pm.  
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The afternoon session convened at 1:30pm at the W.L. Bonner Library. Chairman McCoy continued discussion from the morning session on the appointments of the standing committees and final decision on the robes.

After lengthy discussion it was motioned and seconded that the new robe attire be accepted and the total price not to exceed $ 868.00. Chairman McCoy said the exact price would be negotiated.  

All business was finished and motion to adjourn meeting was second and meeting adjourned at 2:30pm.
